CE programs may also provide information related to ethical, legal, statutory or regulatory policies, guidelines, and standards that impact psychology. 
2. CE program content should be taught at a post-licensure level of education in the training and practice of psychology.
3. Presenters must identify no fewer than 3 and no more than 5 learning objectives for their program.  For guidance on writing learning objectives that are compliant with CE requirements, please refer to this document from APA:  https://www.apa.org/ed/sponsor/resources/objectives.pdf 
4. Presenters must provide no fewer than 3 references that support the empirical basis of their program presentation, with references dating within the last 10 years.  Some seminal references can be included though the majority of listed references must be more recent (i.e., no older than 10 years).  
5. [bookmark: _Hlk221706604]Presenters must detail use of AI (usage, timing, and extent of contribution), on CE program proposals, as well as program development, and program presentation (as far as they are aware and can anticipate).  Presenters are also expected to disclose this information when offering the program to their audience.
