[bookmark: _GoBack]Welcome to San Francisco.  There are three bay area airports.  The closest is SFO, followed by OAK, and SJC. 
SFO   
San Francisco International Airport (SFO) is about 14 miles south of downtown San Francisco. You can easily take a cab from SFO to San Francisco for about $55 to $70 or take a Lyft/Uber/Wingz or Waymo ride. Please be sure to check the links to learn more about pick up locations at the airport.  
You also have public transportation options:
The SFO BART (Bay Area Rapid Transit) station is located in the Departures/Ticketing Level of the International Terminal (G Gates side). You can access the BART station from any terminal by riding the SFO AirTrain to the Garage G/BART Station stop. There is no charge to board the AirTrain. The cost for BART is $10.55. Exit at Powell Street and walk 2 blocks to the Nikko Hotel. 
Caltrain is an alternate option and requires a transfer from BART to Caltrain at Millbrae Station. You can access the BART station from any terminal by riding the SFO AirTrain to the Garage G/BART Station stop. There is no charge to board the AirTrain. The cost for BART is $7 - $10. When you arrive at Millbrae, transfer to a northbound (SF) Caltrain. Exit at the last stop San Francisco Station across the street from Oracle Park (Go Giants!). 
To get to the hotel from here you have three options. 
Muni: Walk to the 4th and King St Platform and board the Muni Metro T-Third northbound line that will drop you off at Union Square/Market Street (5 stops). Walk 2 blocks (about 5 minutes) northwest on Powell St, turning left onto O'Farrell St or Geary St to reach the hotel. 
Taxi/Rideshare (Uber/Lyft): Takes about 10–15 minutes depending on traffic and costs roughly $10 - $15.
Walking: If you prefer to walk, it's about a 1.2-mile walk via 3rd St, left onto Market St, and right up Mason St. It takes about 25 minutes.
OAK 
Oakland International Airport (OAK) is about 31 miles east of downtown San Francisco.  You can take a cab from OAK to SF for about $75 to $95 or hop on BART (Bay Area Rapid Transit) and exit at Powell Street, and walk 2 blocks to Nikko Hotel, for $12.65 for an adult ticket.
There are also taxi, rideshare, and ferry options from OAK. The ferry leaves from Jack London Square and requires a ride (BART, AC Transit Bus, or Uber/Lyft) to the Oakland Ferry. There is daily service to the Downtown SF Ferry Building at Pier 48. From Pier 48 walk to the Mission Rock Station (located at 3rd and Mission Rock St) and board the T Line Light rail to Chinatown. Exit at Union Square/Market Street Station and walk west down O’Farrell Street, make a left on Mason Street to Hotel Nikko. 
Additional BART information from SFO and OAK. 
SJC 
San Jose Mineta International Airport (SJC) is 54 miles south of downtown San Francisco. You can take a cab from SJC to SF for about $100 (or more). There are also App-Based Rideshare and public transportation (Caltrain) options. To take Caltrain, you can take a shuttle from SJC to Santa Clara Caltrain Station and hop on Caltrain for $10.75. Exit at the last stop San Francisco Station across the street from Oracle Park (Go Giants!). 
To get to the hotel from here you have three options. 
Muni: Walk to the 4th and King St Platform and board the Muni Metro T-Third northbound line that will drop you off at Union Square/Market Street (5 stops). Walk 2 blocks (about 5 minutes) northwest on Powell St, turning left onto O'Farrell St or Geary St to reach the hotel. 
Taxi/Rideshare (Uber/Lyft): Takes about 10–15 minutes depending on traffic and costs roughly $10 - $15.
Walking: If you prefer to walk, it's about a 1.2-mile walk via 3rd St, left onto Market St, and right up Mason St. It takes about 25 minutes.
